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Perak Implements Various

IPOH, Dec 4 (Bernama) -- The Perak government has implemented
various initiatives and programmes to promote the use of Artificial
Intelligence (AI) technology, targeting key groups such as
government servants, entrepreneurs, and the community.

Enactment Bill and the 2025 Development Fund motion during the
Perak State Legislative Assembly sitting here today.

Mohd Azlan said that the programme, which focused on
empowering career opportunities through AI, had received an
overwhelming response, with participation from job seekers, higher
education students, relevant agencies, persons with disabilities,
and those from the B40 group.
